These notes form an integral part of and should be read in conjunction with the accompanying
financial statements,
1. General
The Company is incorporated and domiciled in Singapore. The address of its registered office
and prineipal place of business is 90 Paya Lebar Road #08-43, Paya Lebar Square, Singapore
409051.

The principal activity of the Company is wholesale of textiles. There is no significant change
in the nature of the principal activity of the Company during the financial year.

The Company is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Alok Industries Limited, incorporated in India,
which is also the Company’s holding company.
2. Significant accounting policies

Basis of preparation

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the historical cost convention,
except as disclosed in the accounting policies below, and are drawn up in accordance with the

provisions of the Singapore Companies Act and Singapore Financial Reporting Standards
(I.GPRS’!)'

The Company has adopted all the new/revised FRS and Singapore Interpretations of Financial
Reporting Standards (“INT FRS”} that are mandatory for the financial period beginning on or
after 01 April 2014.

The adoption of the above FRS and INT FRS did not result in material changes to the
Company’s financial statements,

Functional and presentation currency

The financial statements of the Company are measured using the currency of the primary
economic environment in which the entity operates {the “functional currency”). The financial
staternents arc presented in United States Dollar, which is the Company’s functional and
presentation currency.

Foreign curtency transactions

Transactions in currencies other than the Company’s functional currency are recorded at the
rate of exchange prevailing on the date of the transaction. At the end of each reporting period,
monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated to United States Dollar at the
exchange rates prevailing on the balance sheet date. Non-monetary items denominated in
foreign currencies that are measured at fair values are translated at the exchange rates ruling at
the dates on which the fair values were determined, Foreign exchange differences arising from
translation are recognised in the statement of comprehensive income. -

Income taxes
Income tax expense represents the sum of the current tax and deferred tax liabilities.

Tax is recognised in profit or loss except to the extent that the tax relates to items recognised
outside profit or loss, either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity. In this case,
the tax is also recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, respectively.

(i) Current income tax

The tax currently payable is based on taxable profit for the year, Taxable profit differs from
profit as reported in the statement of comprehensive income because it excludes items of
income or expense that are taxable or deductible in other years and it further excludes items
that are not taxable or tax deductible. The Company’s lability for current tax is measured at
the amount expected to be paid to the tax authorities, using tax rates that have been enacted or
substantively enacted at the end of the reporting period.

Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax retus with respect to situations

in which applicable tax regulations are subject to interpretation and establishes provisions
where appropriate.

(ii) Deferred income tax

Deferred income tax is provided in full, nsing the liability method, on temporary differences
arising between the tax bases of assets and Habilities and their carrying amounts in the
financial statements. However, if the deferred income tax arises from initial recognition of an
asset or liability in a transaction other than a business combination that at the time of the
fransaction affects neither accounting nor taxable profit or loss, it is not accounted for.

Deferred income tax is determined using tax rates (and laws) that have been enacted or
substantially enacted by the end of the reporting period and are expected to apply when the
related deferred tax asset is realised or the deferred income tax liability is settled.

Deferred income tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable
profit will be available against which the temporary differences can be utilised.

Provisions for other liabilities and charges

Provisions for other liabilities and charges are recognised when the Company has a legal or
constructive obligation as a result of past events, it is more likely than not that an outflow of
resources will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate of the amount can be
made,

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, deposits with financial institutions, and short
term, highly liquid investments that arc readily convertible to known amounts of cash and
which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value. These also include bank
overdrafls that form an integral part of the Company’s cash management.

Revenue recognition

Financial asgets
a) Classification

The Company classifies its financial assets in the following categories: (i) fair value through
profit or loss, (ii) loans and receivables, (iii) held-to-maturity, and (iv) available-for-sale. The
clagsification depends oun the purpose for which the assets were acquired. Management
determines the classification of its financial assets at initial vecognition and re-evaluates this
designation at every reporting date. The designation of financial assets at fair value through
profit or loss is irrevocable,

i) Financial assets, at fair value through profit or loss

This category has 2 sub-categories: “financial assets held for trading”™ and those
designated at fair value through profit or loss at inception. A financial asset is
classified as held for trading if acquired principally for the purpose of selling in the
short-term. Financial assets designated as fair value through profit or loss at inception
are those that are managed, and their performance are evaluated on a fair value basis,
in accordance with a documented Company’s investment strategy. Derivatives are
also categorised as “held for trading” unless they are designated as hedges. Assets in
this category are classified as current assets if they are held for trading or are expected
to be realised within 12 months after the end of the reporting period.

i) Loan and receivables

Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable
payments that are not quoted in an active market. They are included in current assets,
except those maturing later than 12 months after the end of the reporting period which
are classified as non-current assets, Loans and receivables are classified within “trade
and other receivables” and cash and cash equivalents” on the statement of financial
position. '

iii) Financial assets, held-to maturity

Financial assets, held-to-maturity are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or
determinable payments and fixed maturities that the Company’s management has the
positive intention and ability to hold to maturity. If the Company was to sell other than
an insignificant amount of held-to-maturity financial assets, the whole category would
be tainted and reclassified as available-for-sale. They are presented as non-current
assets, except for those maturing within 12 manths after the end of the reporting period
which are presented as current assets.

iv) Financial assets, available-for-sale

Financial assets, available-for-sale are non-derivatives that are either designated in this
category or not classificd in any of the other categories. They are included in non-
current assets unless management intends to dispose of the assets within 12 months
after the end of the reporting period. g

b) Recognition and derecognition

Regular way purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on trade date — the date on.
which the Company commits to purchase or sell the assets. Financial assets are derecognised
when the rights to receive cash flows from the financial assets have expired or have been
transferred and the Company has transferred substantially all risks and rewards of ownership.

'On sale of a financial assct, the difference between the net sale proceeds and its carrying
amount is taken to the statement of comprehensive income. Any amount in the fair value
reserve relating to that asset is also taken to the statement of comprehensive income.

c) Initial measurement

Financial assets are initially recognised at fair value plus transaction costs except for financial
assets af fair value through profit or loss, which are recognised at fair value. Transaction costs
for financial assets at fair valne through profit or loss are recognised in the statement of
comprehensive income.

d) Subsequent measurement

Financial assets, available-for-safe and at fair value through profit or loss are subsequently
carried at fair value, Loans and receivables and financial assets, held-to-maturity are carried at
amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Gains or losses arising from changes in the fair value of “financial assets, at fair value through
profit or loss” are presented in the statement of comprehensive income in the financial year in
which the changes in fair values arise.

Changes in the fair value of monetary assets denominated in a foreign currency and classified
as available-for-sale are analysed into translation differences resulting from changes in
amortised cost of the assets and other changes. The translation differences are recognised in the
profit or loss and other changes are recognised in the fair value reserve within equity. Changes
in fair values of other monetary and non-monetary asscts that are classified as available-for-
sale are recognised in the fair value reserve within equity,

Tnterest on financial assets, available-for-sale, caleulated using the effective interest method, is
recognised in the statement of comprehensive income. Dividends on available-for-sale equity
securities are recognised in the statement of comprehensive income when the Company’s right
to receive payment is established. When financial assets classified as available-for-sale are sold
or impaired, the accumulated fair value adjustments recognised in the fair value reserve within
equity are included in the statement of comprehensive mcome as “gains and losses from
investment securitjes”,

e) Impairment

The Company assesses at the end of each reporting period whether there is objective evidence
that a financial asset or a group of financial assets is impaired and recognises an allowance for
impairment when such evidence exists.

Significant financial difficulties of the debtor, probability that the debtor will enter
bankruptcy, and default or significant delay in payments are objective evidence that

The carrying amount of these assets is reduced through the use of an impairment
allowance account which is calculated as the difference between the carrying amount
and the present value of estimated future cash flows, discounted at the original
effective interest rate, When the asset becomes uncollectible, it is written off against
the allowance account, Subsequent recoveries of amounts previously written off are
recognised against the same line item in the statement of comprehensive income.

The allowance for impairment loss account is reduced through the statement of
comprehensive income in a subsequent period when the amount of impairment loss
decreases and the related decrease can be objectively measured. The carrying amount
of the asset previously impaired is increased to the extent that the new carrying amount
does not exceed the amortised cost had no impairment been recognised in prior
periods.

i) Financial assets, available-for-sale

Significant or prolonged declines in the fair value of the securities below its cost and
the disappearance of an active trading market for the securities are objective evidence
that the security is impaired.

The cumulative joss that was recognised in the fair value reserve is transferred to the
statement of comprehensive income, The cumulative loss is measured as the difference
between the acquisition cost (net of any principal repayments and amortisation) and the
current fair value, less any impairment loss previously recognised in the statement of
comprehensive income on debt securities. The impairment losses recognised in the
statement of comprehensive income on equity securities are not reversed through the
statement of comprehensive income.

Share capital
Proceeds from issuance of ordinary shares are classified as equity. Incremental costs directly

Financial liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised on the statement of financial position when, and only when,
the Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the financial instrument.

The Company’s overall business strategies, its tolerance of risks and its risk management
philosophy are determined by the management in accordance with prevailing economic and
operating conditions.

The main risks arising from the Company’s operations are credit rigk, liquidity risk and interest
rate risk. The Company is not exposed to price risk and.has minimal exposure to foreign

currency risk, The Board reviews and agrees policies for their risks and they are summarised
below;

Credit risk
Credit risk is the potential financial loss resulting from the fofure of a customer or a

counterparty to settle its financial and contractual obligations to the Company, as and when
they fall due.

The maximum exposure to credit risk for each class of financial assets is the carrying amount
of that class of financial instruments presented on the statement of financial position. The
Company’s major classes of financial asset are cash and cash equivalents, trade receivables and
advance payment to holding company.

Cash and fixed deposits are placed with banks and financial institutions which are regulated.

The Company manages its credit risk by having policies in place to ensure that the Company
deals with customers with appropriate credit history and credit standing,

Interest rate risk

The Company was exposed to interest rate risk througl the impact of rate changes on its
interest bearing debts, The Company’s policy is to manage its interest cost using a mix of fixed
and variable rate debt instruments.

As at end of the reporting period, the Company has variable interest bearing debts amounting
to US$73,544,316 (2014: USS107,500,000). If the interest on the variable interest bearing
debts increase or decrease by 0.5%, with all other variables held constant, the profit before tax
would decrease or increase by approximately US$368,000 (2014: US§537,000).

Capital risk management

The Company’s objective when managing capital risk is to safeguard the Company’s ability to
continue as a going concern and to maintain an optimal capital structure so as to maximise
shareholders’ value.

The Company reviews the capital structure regularly. As part of the review, the company also
ensures that it is in compliance with the capital requirement required by the regulator, The
Company overall sirategy remains unchanged from thie previous financial year.

The Company is not subjected to any externally imposed capital requireiments.

Critical accounting judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with FRSs require management to make
judgements, estimates and assumptions. They affect the application of the Company’s
accounting policies, reported amounts of assets, liabilities, income and expenses and
disclosures made. They are assessed on an on-going basis and are based on historical
experience and other relevant factors, including expectations of future events that are believed
to be reasonable under the circumstances.

(i) Impairment of receivables

The Company makes allowance for impairment based on an assessment of the recoverahility of
trade and other receivables, Allowance is applied to trade and other receivables where events
or changes in circumstances indicate that the balances may not be collectible. The
identification of doubtful receivables requires the use of judgement and estimates. Where the
expectation is different from the original estimate, such difference will impact the carrying
amount of trade and other receivables and the allowance for impairment in the financial year in
which such estimate has been changed.

(i) Income faxes

The Company is subject to income taxes in Singapore. Judgement is required in determining
the capital allowance and deductibility of certain expenses during the estimation of the
provision for income taxes, Thers are many transactions and calcolations for which the
ultimate tax determination is uncertain during the ordinary course of business. The Company
recognise liabilities for anticipated tax audit issues based on estimation of whether additional
taxes will be due. Where the final tax outcome of these matters is different from the amounts
that were initially recorded, such differences will impact the income tax and deferred income
tax provisions in the year in which such determination is made.
